Each team is issued a flashlight in camouflage colors.

Inside the head of the flashlight are some little chunks of bread and
some sand, visible before opening the flashlight. {bread = baker, sand =
beach Baker Beach}
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On each of the two batteries the word “Chamberlin” is written by hand.
{Battery Chamberlin is located at Baker Beach}

Each photograph has the name of a war written on it. The photographs
are placed in the flashlight in random order.

Teams were to go to Battery Chamberlin and find the actual object in the
photograph, then determine what letter or numerical digit had been
Photo-shopped out of the image.

Next, teams were to put the photos into chronological order by war,
starting with the earliest. When the photos are in order by war, the
missing letters spell
